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This report includes data from all schools, students and teachers who participated in the online
survey components of the TechYES program during the 2009-2010 school year.



TechYES 2009-2010 National Data

Each year, Generation YES provides annual summative TechYES reports on a national,
regional (district) and school level. The reports are generated from two sources:

1. Data from the TechYES website — Throughout the school year students input
information about their two required TechYES projects. Both peer mentors and
advisors perform assessments of these projects. Based on these assessments,
ISTE NETS Proficiency scores are generated for each project. Each TechYES
students’ two project proficiency scores are combined to obtain the total student
proficiency score.

2. End of School Year Surveys — Each TechYES student, peer mentor and advisor
complete a survey asking questions about their TechYES experience.

Data from both these sources are combined to produce this Annual TechYES Report.
This report not only provides information to help Generation YES improve the model,
but help schools, districts, and funding agencies to:

* Monitor TechYES implementation in their school or district
* Compare results between school, district and national norms

* Provide evidence that their students are technology literate and meet the ISTE
NETS as well as the national mandate that all 8t grade students are technology
literate.

* See a summary of how the TechYES projects were integrated into all subject
areas.

* See a summary of what technologies were used to produce TechYES projects.

* Provide the data that can help sustain and expand TechYES in a school or
district.

Both the web-based and survey data measurements have been developed through
many research studies conducted by prominent research agencies and individuals
including Learning Point Associates, WestEd, Education Northwest, The Evergreen
State College, Research by Design, and American Education Solutions.

TechYES was developed to provide schools with an alternative to high stakes multiple-
choice assessment. A group of respected constructivist-based educators gathered to
develop the TechYES model. This group included Generation YES founder Dr. Dennis
Harper, Sylvia Martinez, Dr. Gary Stager, Dr. David Thornburg, Dr. John Vaille, Dr.
Kathleen Fulton, Dr. Jayne James, and Marilyn Piper.

The resulting TechYES program provides schools with a model that emphasizes
creative project-based learning, authentic assessment, and Generation YES’s student-
centered approach to technology support. Since 2004, hundreds of schools and



thousands of students have shown the efficacy of the TechYES model as a powerful
solution to ensuring that all students are technology literate. TechYES provides fully
participating schools with the following:

» A training on the online management and evaluation tools for the TechYES
Advisor(s) and selected students

e Course materials, including curriculum guides, student resources, videos, custom
web 2.0 tools, etc.

e Access to online resources and consultants for the development of student
projects
